MINUTES of the meeting of EAST LULWORTH PARISH COUNCIL held on Tuesday 14th March 2017 in the HARNESS ROOM, LULWORTH CASTLE at 6:45pm.

89. ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN

Between meetings Cllr Hemsley had resigned from the Parish Council. Cllr Weld, Vice-Chairman has been acting Chairman since the resignation. In the long term Cllr Weld did not feel it was appropriate for him to be Chairman.
There are two residents interested in being co-opted onto the Parish Council.


It was RESOLVED that Cllr Weld would be the Chairman until May’s meeting.


Action: Cllr Weld will speak to the people interested in becoming a Councillor.


Action: The Clerk will add co-option of a Councillor as an item for the next agenda.

90. APPOINTMENT OF A PARISH CLERK/RESPONSIBLE FINANCIAL OFFICER

The candidate who accepted the position is unable to take up the post due to family commitments.

It was proposed by Cllr Weld, seconded by Cllr Nuttall that Miss Maidment would be offered the post. This was unanimously RESOLVED.
Action: Cllr Weld will write to Miss Maidment offering her the job.
91. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION TIME

92. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from County Cllr Lovell. This would have been Cllr Lovell’s last meeting as the County Cllr as he is standing down in May.
93. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST AND DISPENSATIONS
a. Declarations of Interests
Cllr James Weld declared his interest in Bestival, the tree works at Woodside Lodge, the off-road cycle event on the 1st October and the planning application for 15/16 East Lulworth.

b. Applications for a dispensation

It was NOTED that Cllr Manuel had submitted an application for a dispensation for setting the precept.

No other dispensation applications had been made.

94. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON THE 3rd JANUARY 2017
The minutes of the meeting held on the 3rd of January 
It was proposed by Cllr Barnes, seconded by Cllr Nuttall and it was RESOLVED that the minutes were an accurate record of that meeting. The Chairman duly signed the minutes.

Cllr Quinn was to find out if the telephone kiosks in the village are being adopted.

95. BESTIVAL

The premises licence had been granted subject to conditions. There is predicted to be 35,000.
As Cllr Hemsley was a representative on the Safety Advisory Group the Parish Council needs to nominate a new representative.
 
There is a drop-in event for Bestival to be held on 28th March, 6pm – 8pm. The organisers will be present as well as the Licensing Officer from Purbeck District Council but the Environmental Health Officer will not be.

The camp site for the staff will be north of The Lindens and they will enter the site through East Lodges.
Vanguard has been appointed as the noise consultants. It has not been confirmed if the event would have fireworks. There will be a heightened Police presence compared to Camp Bestival. It is expected that there will be 7,000 cars and 8-10,000 coming by train and then travelling by shuttle bus from either Wool or Bournemouth to the festival. The ticket price is the same for Wool or Bournemouth.
The Army are live firing over that period but do not usually fire over the weekend. There is also a road works embargo over that weekend too.

A question was raised about what to do if there is any trouble. There will be a dedicated manager for the village and certain people, i.e. Parish Cllrs, would have direct access to that person. Any issues should be dealt with straight away. Cllr Weld stated that if he is contacted about any issues at the time then these will be dealt with.

There will be more security in the village. There has been concern in the past of people trying to get in free to the festival.

What will the setup be like and the lorry traffic for this? A lot of the setup will stay from Camp Bestival but the track will need re-laying. There will be different fencing for Bestival as it will be solid fencing not herris fencing but most of the set up will be in the last week. There will be a lot of lorries but these will be managed in the same way as for Camp Bestival.
It was reported that the road surfaces near the telephone box and where they have done the new wall are quite slippery.

Action: Cllr Quinn will report this slippery road surface.
96. REPORTS
a. District Councillor B Quinn gave his report to the Council.
1. Local Government Reorganisation.

A representation has been made to the Secretary of State from the Dorset Councils (except those Councils of Purbeck, East Dorset and Christchurch) to change the structure of Dorset’s nine councils to two. The Secretary of State’s minded to decision should be made on the 23rd March.
2. Parish and Town councils Networking Evening for Chairmen and Clerks.

This was held last night at Purbeck District Council. There was a discussion about the future roles of Parish and Town Councils. What responsibilities will Parish and Town Councils take on? Parish and Town Councils will be expected to take on more but whether they can is another matter. Items like grass cutting may be passed to Parish and Town Councils.
3. Cycling Events.

These are getting prolific across the district. District Cllr Quinn has raised this with Richard Drax M.P. who has the raised this with the Minister.

The Police and Crime Commissioner has been communicating on this subject with the Purbeck Transport Action Group and he has also raised it with the Minister.

The issue is the legislation which is out of date and there is no control over it.
Numbering is an issue and the riders should have numbers on their back.

There are two types of events cycle races and sportifs. It is the cycling races that are a problem and these do have to be notified to the Police.

The sportifs, i.e. the Iron Man, race against the clock and these events are reportable to Highways. There is nothing the Police or Highways can do to stop these events. These events are unlicensed. 

As they are unlicensed there are two events on the 17th September – the Rotary bike ride and the Iron Man.

Action: 
The Clerk will forward on the email about the cycling events to District Cllr Quinn.

4. Purbeck District Council’s Council Tax

There will be an increase of £5 on a Band D property.
5. Holme Level Crossing

There will be an overnight closure on the 26th March and the crossing will reopen at 8am.

6. Issues for the District Councillor

An issue was raised about the speed of traffic coming in and out of the village. It was reported that it is getting worse.
b. County Councillor M Lovell had not provided a report.

97. NEW PLANNING APPLICATIONS or TREE WORKS FOR CONSIDERATION
a. Tree works 6/2017/022 – Woodside Lodge, East Lulworth, BH20 5QJ.
(T1) Oak - remove dead wood and dead top; (T2) Oak - reduce by a maximum of 5m back to good growth; (T3) Oak - remove dead limbs and dead wood; (T4) Beech x2 - remove dead stem and dead wood; (T5) Cherry - fell; (T6) Sycamore - remove dead wood and dead branches. East Lulworth Conservation Area.

No objections.
b. Cllr Jesty reported that there is a branch that has fallen off and is laying on another branch of the tree – this is at number 9 East Lulworth.

Action: Cllr Weld will investigate.

a. 6/2016/0714 - 15-16 East Lulworth, BH20 5QQ. Rebuild and repair south wall following vehicle impact. Approved.
b. 6/2016/0749 - Old School House, East Lulworth, Wareham, Dorset, BH20 5QN. Erect part two storey, part single storey rear extension, new side porch, changes to windows and internal alterations. Approved.
c. 6/2016/0763 - Wintersweet, East Lulworth, East Lulworth, BH20 5QN. Variation of condition number 2 (Approved Plans) of planning permission ref: 6/2015/0458 to alter the design proposal of the previously approved application. Approved.
d. PINS Appeal Reference Number: APP/B1225/D/16/3160471. Glebe House. East Lulworth, BH20 5QQ. Erect two storey rear extension. An appeal has been made to the Secretary of State against the decision of Purbeck District Council to refuse to grant planning permission. Dismissed.

An appeal has been made to the Secretary of State against the decision of Purbeck District Council to refuse to grant planning permission. Not yet decided.
99. HIGHWAYS AND FOOTPATHS

a. Issues to report

No issues to report.

b. A Temporary Road Traffic Regulation Order on the A351 Sandford Road. This would be a temporary road closure on A351 Sandford Road (between its junction with B3075 and Sandford St. Martins CE VA Primary School) between 27th March 2017 and 7th April 2017 between the hours of 19:00 and 06:00. Noted.
c. Closure of Holme Level crossing on the B3070 between the hours of midnight and 8.00am on Sunday 26th March. Noted.
d. Dorset Highways Capital Maintenance Programme 2017/18 – proposed improvement to the B3070/A352 junction.
This improvement is to create a right turn lane for traffic from Wool turning right off the A352 on to the B3070.
100. CONSULTATIONS OR NEW ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION

a. Contribution to the Parish Magazine.
Cllr Manuel will write an article for the Parish magazine. This will include a piece about the previous Chairman, Graham Hemsley.
b. Parish Councillor vacancy 
A vacancy notice has been placed on the notice boards.
c. Dorset Best Kept Village Competition. Noted.
d. An off-road cycling event planned for 1st October – this is a second event (previous event held on 25th September, 2016). Noted.
e. A question and answer session on the review of the Purbeck Local Plan will be held at the Purbeck School on 16th March, 5pm – 6.30pm. Noted.
f.  
British Cycling events to be held on Sundays – 14th May, 16th July and 24th September.
The Parish Council are very concerned over the number of events being held in the Lulworth area.
g. Wiggle Jurassic Beast Cycle event to be held on 6th May.
This event starts at Bovington Tank Museum.
h. Purbeck District Council’s second homes audit. 
This parish has no second homes.

Following a judicial review, St. Ives could impose a ban on people purchasing second homes, the new home that is built must be the person’s main residence. Another issue for second homes is people buying them for retirement.
In Purbeck a person with a second home must pay the full Council tax rate, there is no discount.

Waste Plan Consultation and the Waste Site Options in Blandford and Purbeck (this one if off the Puddletown Road at Binnegar Environmental Park and would deal with residual waste management and wood recycling). Closing date 5th April.
Binnegar Environmental Park – it is already a licensed facility operated by SITA although it is currently mothballed. The market dropped on recyclables and Dorset decided that they would send their recyclables to Wales. SITA were doing some trade waste. This means that this option can be kept in the Local Plan.
This will not change the number of lorry movements to and from the site.

Purbeck Heritage Network meeting to be held on Wednesday 22nd March.
No one was available to attend.

101. CORRESPONDENCE
a. Update on Local Government Reform in Dorset - Six Dorset Councils have mandated to ask the Secretary of State to change local government structures.
b. Purbeck District Council's portion of the council tax is to increase by around 10 pence per week (£5 for the full year) for a Band D household in 2017/18.
c. Meet the Neighbourhood Policing Team at Wool Library 23rd March, 10am – 11am.

All items of correspondence were NOTED.
102. DEFIBRILLATOR
Cllr Barnes reported that twenty eight volunteers were trained to use the defibrillator over five evenings. This training was free and given by Mr Stephen Pack.

Thanks were expressed to Cllr Barnes for organising the training.

It was proposed by Cllr Manuel, seconded by Cllr Strowbridge that a donation of £200 would be given to the Lulworth First Responders. This was unanimously RESOLVED.

The internal auditor is both independent and competent to carry out the audit. 
It was agreed that the Chairman could sign the risk assessment documents.
